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We have recently received a number of questions on whether military and civilian members of other Services--Air Force, Navy, and Marine Corps-and Defense agencies could be funded by the Department of the Army for the Mass Transportation Fringe Benefit Program for Outside the National Capital Region (NCR). Most of these cases involve arrangements where the Army functions as an Executive Agent and other Services/agencies fall under the Army umbrella; or where an Army major command/ installation is the host command for tenants that include other Services/agencies. The Office, Secretary of Defense (OSD) implementing guidance dated October 13, 2000, specifically requires that the mass transportation benefit be aligned with pay and compensation. Therefore, the cost of this benefit must be paid from the same appropriation/fund that pays the salary of the military member or civilian. The Army can only pay transportation benefits for Army military members and its civilians. The other Services/Defense agencies must pay for the transportation benefits received by their military members and civilians. We are currently researching whether support could be provided on a reimbursable basis. Headquarters Points of Contact for the other Services are as follows:
