Basic Guide
This guide supersedes the pilot edition of the Army Funds Management Data Reference Guide, 15 November 2010.
This edition significantly expands and updates the information in the pilot guide. It–
· Adds chapters containing information and data tables for additional selected appropriations active in GFEBS.
· Adds Army Element of Resource (EOR) mappings to GFEBS General Ledger, Commitment Item, Material Management, and Cost Element.
· Updates Limit Codes data table for the Fund master data element for DoD appropriations. 
· Adds information on the fields used to track expenditures (e.g., cost centers).
· Adds data table entries for funds and functional areas for Department of the Army (21) and the Department of Defense (97).
· Adds more detailed descriptions of data interdependencies
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
