Definition and Use: The Fund Master Data Element record is a separate and distinct fiscal/accounting object containing a self-balancing set of accounts used to budget and control costs as well as identify source and use of funding. The Application of Funds and Fund master data elements meet legal and statutory reporting requirements. In a change to the legacy systems, the Operation and Maintenance point account or characters after the sixth position is not covered by Funds Management master data but rather by Cost Management objects like Cost Centers, Internal Orders, and Work Breakdown Structures.
Structure and Critical Fields: The Fund Master Data Element consists of a 10-character field containing the appropriation symbol, years of availability, supplemental appropriation identification, limit code designator, Fund Group (e.g., reimbursable, direct, etc.) designator, fiscal year of issue, and one blank position. Some variation occurs in the Fund Master Data Element nomenclature in positions after the Appropriation Symbol (1-4) and before Fiscal Year of Issue for specific types of appropriations such as DOD and Defense Working Capital Fund, Army, as shown in the examples. 
Control of Establishing/Changing/Deleting: Fund Master Data Elements are controlled at HQDA (SAFM-BUC). Requests to create, change, or delete master data elements must be submitted to HQDA for approval prior to use.
