This appropriation is a single year appropriation available for obligation for one year. Construction projects require authorizing and funding (appropriation) legislation. This appropriation includes construction, modifications, and procurement of facilities (including the cost of the property and all associated real estate operations costs) for the Army National Guard as authorized by law and certain attendant activities.  Expired or lapsed funds may be used to pay the cost of associated supervision, inspection, overhead, engineering, design, and subsequent claims, if any, for those projects being completed with funds otherwise expired or lapsed for obligation.
