	NOTE:  The official Treasury Basic Symbol for the FY1999 Chemical Agents and Munitions Destruction, Army appropriation is “21 0390”.  All non-DoD accounting documents (MIPRs, etc.) will cite this approved code.  The basic symbol “21 2390” is a pseudo code established for use in PBAS.  This code was created to be used within PBAS and other automated systems which cannot accept both “97 0390” and “21 0390”.  DFAS programs have been established which convert the “2390” used within Army to the proper form “0390” prior in upward reporting to Treasury.  However, outside DoD, accounting documents should cite the approved Treasury symbol indicated above. 


	This appropriation provides for the destruction of the United States stockpile of lethal chemical agents and munitions in accordance with the provisions of Section 1412 of the Department of Defense Authorization Act of 1986 and for the destruction of other chemical warfare materials that are not in the chemical weapon stockpile.  The FY1999 Defense Appropriations Act (P.L. 105-262) transferred the appropriation from a Defense account to an Army account.

	The design and equipping of facilities and equipment used for the destruction of chemical agents and munitions.

	The operation of such facilities.

	The dismantling or other closure of such facilities.
