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NOTE:  The official Treasury Symbol for this 7-year Military Construction Account)  is  “21 03/09 2050” .  All non-DoD accounting documents (MIPRs, etc.) will cite this approved code.  The basic symbol “21 2750” is a pseudo code established for use in DFAS accounting systems to differentiate between the normal 5-year period of availability Military Construction, Army account and the 7-year period of availability Military Construction, Army account addressed in this chapter.  DFAS programs will convert the “2750” used within DFAS to the Treasury Symbol “2050” prior to reporting to Treasury.  However, outside DoD, accounting documents should cite the approved Treasury Symbol indicated above.
