b. If closed or realigned after January 1, 2005, then proceeds must be deposited into the "Department of Defense Base Closure Account 2005" (BRAC 05 account)   Account number is 97 X 0512.50*1. 

3.  Proceeds received from the disposal of any non-BRAC property shall be recorded in 97R5188.**21, where **designates the installation code (see below).  A collection will be recorded in the disbursing system for DSSN 5570 when the collection is made and deposited by an Army installation or command other than the US Army Corps of Engineers.
