	The official Treasury Symbol for the FY2015 Military Construction, Army Reserve appropriation is “21 2086”.  All non-DoD accounting documents (MIPRs, etc.) will cite this approved code.  The basic symbol “21 2386” is a pseudo code established for use in DFAS accounting systems to differentiate between the normal 5-ye r construction account, and the 4-year funds addressed in this chapter.  DFAS programs will convert the “2486” used within DFAS to the  Treasury Symbol “2086” prior to reporting to Treasury.  However, outside DoD, accounting documents should cite the  approved Treasury Symbol indicated above. 


This appropriation is a multiple year appropriation available for obligation for four years. Construction projects require authorizing and appropriating legislation.  These funds may be expended for planning and design of and the construction, acquisition, expansion, rehabilitation, and conversion of facilities (including the cost of the property and all associated real estate operations costs) for the training and administration of the Army Reserve as authorized by Chapter 1803 of Title 10, United States Code and military construction Authorization Acts.  Expired or lapsed funds may be used to pay the cost of associated supervision, inspection, overhead, engineering, design, and subsequent claims, if any, for those projects being completed with funds otherwise expired or lapsed for obligation.
