3.  Proceeds received from the lease of any non-BRAC property shall be recorded in 97R5189.**21, where ** designates the installation code (see below).  A collection will be recorded in the disbursing system for DSSN 5570 when the collection is made and deposited by an Army installation or command other than the US Army Corps of Engineers.

In accordance with Title 10 USC Sec. 2667, this account is to record budget execution data from the lease of DOD assets at military installations not designated for closure or realignment.  The law specifies the following:

a.  The Army has the authority to collect proceeds from leases, granting of easements, and proceeds received from authorizing the temporary use of other property under the control of the Army.

b.
