                     Operation and Maintenance, Army Reserve (OMAR)

APPROPRIATION DESCRIPTION

Operation and maintenance, including training, organization and administration, of the Army Reserve; repair of facilities and equipment; hire of passenger motor vehicles; travel and transportation; care of the dead; recruiting; procurement of services, supplies, and equipment; and communications.

The OMAR appropriation is an annual appropriation available for obligation for one fiscal year only.

FISCAL YEAR RANGE

DFAS-IN Manual 37-100-** incorporates within it a FY range concept and will be kept current by DFAS-IN and made available electronically on a change by change basis.

Fiscal year range requires defining some terminology within the DFAS-IN Manual 37-100-**.  There are three primary  data elements that together describe the FY data element.  They are:


BGFY -- Beginning Fiscal Year ---- The first fiscal year for which a code is valid.


TMFY -- Termination Fiscal Year -- The last fiscal year for which a code is valid (or the fiscal year in which the use of a code is "terminated" (inactivated)).


POA ---- Period of Availability
-- The number of fiscal years that a Congressional appropriation is available for "new" obligation budget execution.

The FY interpretation rules of the information carried by these 3 fiscal year range data elements follow:

Any fiscal year equal to either the BGFY or TMFY value or sequentially anywhere between the BGFY value and the TMFY value is a valid FY for the associated code.


A BGFY value can be the same as the corresponding TMFY value.


A BGFY value cannot be later than the corresponding TMFY value.


A TMFY value of "OPEN" means that the associated code has not been terminated / inactivated and that it is valid for every fiscal year starting with the BGFY year continuous until the current fiscal year and is anticipated to be valid for all future fiscal years until such a time that its data owner determines that its use is to be terminated.  When that occurs, the "OPEN" will be changed to its termination fiscal year.  The fiscal year of the "long-line" accounting classification using a code must fit within the fiscal year range identified  with BGFY and TMFY.  For multi-year appropriations, the BGFY and TMFY values define and limit the first half of the FY data element when the FY is displayed in a field greater than 1 position.  The POA defines / controls the last half of the FY data element.

Expenditure Reporting

Expenditure reporting for the (21*2080) appropriation is at the 3 position AMS level for both disbursements and reimbursements.

Expenditure reporting for open, special open and restricted open allotment transactions should be the AMS level that appears in the accounting classification cited in the activity definition section of this chapter.

The OMAR structure is a 17-digit code involving three fields.

     a.  The first field is the basic account and has 8 digits.  The six-digit code to the left of the decimal is the "program element" level.  The first position represents the major program; the second position, in conjunction with the first, represents the subprogram; the third to sixth positions, the balance of the program element. The last two positions to the right of the decimal represent the activity account level.  Included in this framework are the Base Operations and Real Property Maintenance Activities codes.

The basic AMSCO has two components, the first six digits to the left of the decimal point reflect the program element code, the two digits to the right of the decimal point make up the functional account extension code.  All agencies under operating agency 23 must use their specific extension to identify their agency.  Those extensions are:

******.*A  Army Reserve Personnel Center, ARPERSCOM

******.*h  Office Chief Army Reserve Headquarters, OCAR HQ

******.*n  National Committee Employer Support Guard/Reserve, NCESGR

******.*P  Personnel Command, PERSCOM

******.*r  Resource Services Indianapolis
******.*S  Security Seminars

The following is an example of reporting an OA-23 transaction.  OCAR HQ (for only OA-23) transactions were previously submitted using AMSCO 512914.00.  They would now be reported using AMSCO 512914.0H.  

All other operating agencies will zero fill the eighth position:

******.*0  Applies to non-0A-23 activities.

     b.  The second field of five digits covers functional cost accounts (Chapter 10).  The first position represents the function; the remaining four positions, the detail accounts.

     c.  The third field of four digits is limited to Element of Resource.

CHARGING COSTS TO MISSION VS. BASE OPERATIONS ACCOUNTS

     a.  General Guidance

         (1)  Mission Accounts.  Cost incurred for items which are directly related to mission performance, which are recorded on organizational property records and which would normally be deployed with using units, should be charged to the appropriate mission account.

         (2)  Base Operations Accounts.  Cost incurred for items which become post, camp, and station property, which are recorded on station property records and which would not normally be deployed with using units, should be charged to the appropriate BASOPS account.  All items procured for use in USAR centers, whether recorded on organizational or station property records, should be charged to mission accounts.

     b.  Detailed Guidance

          (1)  Costs of maintenance, repair, renovation, and minor construction should be charged as follows:


 (a)  For portable facilities:  Appropriate RPM  account, according to the nature of the function.


 (b)  For fixed real property facilities:  RPM account "K" or "L".

          (2)  Costs of labor force to accomplish menial details should be charged to the appropriate functional account in either Base Operations or Real Property Maintenance.

          (3)  The operating expense portion of subsistence should be reimbursed to the Base Operations accounts of the installation providing support.

          (4)  All OMAR dollars in support of Special Operations Forces were transferred to the Special Operations Command, Defense Agencies Appropriation, beginning in FY 1992.
