During Fiscal years 1996 and 1996, the Army's efforts to achieve base force   manning and equipping levels will culminate.  In order for end-state levels to be achieved by Fiscal Year 1996, the Army's support forces will devote a significant effort to transitional workload requirements such as repositioning assets, closing and consolidating selected support facilities, transitioning the military and civilian work force, restoring the environment on Army properties, disposing of excess and older equipment, conducting expanded intelligence and counterintelligence activities, supporting international treaty compliance, modernizing the base level communications infrastructure, and providing streamlined management and decision support information systems.  Additionally, the Army will expend a significant amount of resources in support of the drawdown of the Army in Europe and other overseas locations, an effort which will continue through FY 1998.  Even though costs of financing this operating activity are not driven exclusively by Land Forces Operating tempo, these activities underlie and are inextricably linked to the Army's ability to field trained and read forces capable of achieving all assigned Army missions.
