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CIVILIAN MANPOWER OBLIGATIONS DATA (CMOD) REPORTING

The Civilian Manpower Obligations Data (CMOD) reports generated at DFAS-IN from monthly CSCFA-218 reports provide the Army Budget Office (ABO) data required to determine the actual costs of civilian manpower based on budget execution data - actual data input by the field.  Data from the monthly CMOD report fulfills many needs, including responding to Congressional, GAO, OMB, and OSD inquiries and is essential for preparing the Army’s budgetary exhibits.  The CMOD data is used by multiple activities, and has significant implications for Congressional decisions on Federal employees’ pay and benefits.  Therefore, correct data entry at the civilian personnel office/paying accounting office level is fundamental. 


Per Army policy, for Department 21 (Army) appropriations, monthly reporting of all manpower data (workmonths, end strength and obligations) for all direct and reimbursable civilian manpower must be executed and reported only in the following appropriations:


Cemeterial Expenses, Army (1805)

Operation and Maintenance, Army (2020)


Research, Development, Test and Evaluation, Army (2040)


Military Construction, Army (2050)


Operation and Maintenance, Army National Guard (2065)


Operation and Maintenance, Army Reserve (2080)


Operation and Maintenance, Army Family Housing (0725)

The Army Management Structure Codes (AMSCOs) in the chapter(s) of the above appropriations along with the Base Support chapter specifically identify which AMSCOs can be used for monthly CMOD reporting.  Even though an appropriation is permitted to report civilian pay, not all AMSCOs of that appropriation are permissible for CMOD reporting.
As the Army strives to achieve audit readiness and leverage the increased visibility of the data from the Army’s ERPs, the September 8, 2003 memo, Subject: "Monthly Reporting of Civilian Pay Obligations, End Strength and Work Months During FY 2004 for Treasury Indices (TI) 21 and 97 (Defense) Appropriations with Army Limits" and May 19, 2004 memo, Subject: PBD 606 Reductions to Civilian Pay Appropriation Based on Execution,” are being reviewed and updated.
