	The appropriation is for acquisition, construction, installation, and equipment of temporary or permanent public works, installations, facilities, and real property for activities and agencies of the Department of Defense (other than the military departments) as currently authorized by law. The MILCON appropriation is a multiple year appropriation, normally available for obligation for five fiscal years. 



	Effective October 1, 1996 all Treasury Index 97 funds received by the Department of Defense are to be issued and controlled using the Program Budget and Accounting System (PBAS).  Funds allocation and status of funds reporting will be made using a five-position code defined below.


	NOTE:  The official Treasury Symbol for the FY2006 MILCON, Defense appropriation is “97 0500”.  All non-DoD accounting documents (MIPRs, etc.) will cite this approved code.  The basic symbol “97 0502” is a pseudo code established for use in DFAS accounting systems to differentiate between the normal 5-year MILCON account and the 2-year funds addressed in this chapter.  DFAS programs will convert the “0502” used within DFAS to the Treasury Symbol “0500” prior to reporting to Treasury.  However, outside DoD, accounting documents should cite the approved Treasury Symbol indicated above.
