1.  From Accounts Payable DFAS-IN:

We in Vendor Pay would like to reiterate the importance of getting the Receiving Reports in to us as quickly as possible!!!

2.  From DFAS Rome:

There is a discrepancy between the yearend cutoff dates for CARE and DTS.  The CARE cutoff is 28 Sept. and the DTS cutoff date is 27 Sept.  We understand that the dates should be the same because they are run on the same job.  Can we just make the DTS and CARE cutoff 28 Sept.?

· DTS and CARE Schedules for STANFINS Sites:

· DTS will continue to run through year end.  Obligations will continue to post unless other arrangements are made.

· Run the last D0 file on September 27th.  Begin running the DY cycle daily on the 28th and schedule it to run with the first scheduled daily for the 28th, 29th and 30th.

· Run the DY Cycle until the start of October business, then resume running the D0 cycle
· DTS POC:  T.O. DFAS-IN.

· N.R. stated that DTS year end guidance for SOMARDS will be sent forward from the DTS PMO in Washington.  It will be posted on the Year End website. 

· DTS does not shut down for year end.  The DY job was created last year to compensate.

  2.  From USARC G8:

Regarding FCM  (Answers provided by S.D. ASA(FM&C))
a. If transactions (F09s, Interfund, etc.) processed in FCM and STANFINS do not match the amount processed and stored in ISB, what will be the appropriate actions for commands/installations to close out at year end? 


Answer: If you can identify missing files, etc. and know what the dollar

impact is you can use that as a basis for a MOD to STANFINS. ISB is not

being run like it normally is.  No error corrections or interfund bills

are being processed so it is not 100% reliable. 
b. How will they determine MOD amounts?
Answer:  Whatever means you use to identify the missing files, you can then try and get a dollar impact of that data.  ILAP/LIW is a tool that could be used, but it is normally a day or 2 behind.  
c. Will the transactions stored in ISB be used to determine the correct amount of requisitions that should have processed in FCM?  

Answer: We (FCM) will not be doing that.  As above, how reliable is ISB?
d. Will FCM transactions be removed from STANFINS and replaced with ISB transactions?


Answer: No.
