4.  From M.C., TRADOC:


In the minutes from the 8/21/07 telecon it says that 4 Sept. is the

beginning date for input of FY08 APCs.  What is the cutoff date for getting

the FY08 APCs input so that they will be valid for the first payroll of

FY08?  We're changing all of our payroll APCs and I need to know what the

drop dead date for getting them input is.

· C.T. agreed to extend updates to the 18th and 20th of Sept..  J.T. clarified by reminding that everyone should either use their CSR or should have contacted M.J. here at DFAS Indy.
· Update from C.T.:
I didn't agree to extend the cut off date for the A2 cycles.  What I said/meant was that this issue was being discussed by TRADOC and DFAS-Rome personnel.  This team has extended the cutoff for TRADOC to submit candidate files until 24 September 07.

5.  From T.F., AM&C DFAS-IN:


Please confirm, what times disbursing bridges are running on 30 Sept. 2007. We have some conflicting information and want to confirm the times.  One of our employees states he was told there is a bridge at 1500. 

The ODS Schedule states 0600, 1800, and 1930 and the Disbursing Operations Directorate Schedule states emergency payments only + one accounting batch run bridge from the 29th, plus a bridge for the 30th after the final accounting payment cycle.  Cutoff time for emergency payments is 1400.  Does this mean the last payment will be by 1400 and the disbursing bridge will not run until 1800?

· ODS representative confirmed the bridge times as above, 0600, 1800, and 1930.

· All emergency payments should be in by 1400.  Disbursing will try to accommodate everyone but asks that you abide by the 1400 deadline if at all possible. 
· The rumor of a bridge at 1500 is incorrect.
6.  From J.S., DFAS Indy:

We want confirmation and assurance from Mil Pay about the last JUMPS file as to when it will be processed.  Previous minutes stated 1 Oct. but last year there was a schedule change and we received the file late.  Please get confirmation from Mil Pay for us at the next teleconference.

· Previous schedule given on 8/7/07 call:

The date for BOTH Active Component 339 and Reserve Component 133 jumps collections is 1 OCT. 07.

Reporting Instructions for Funds Executed by the Army, Page 9 para 6.L.

Reporting on Real Property, Personal Property and Inventory.

What is the status of this change?

· M.G. is coordinating with Army Policy to see if action is valid.  She will let everyone know when a decision is made.

· The following has been sent to Army for consideration but is not final:

The Army PP&E certification was introduced by DFAS Indy and approved by Army, as an inexpensive internal control mechanism, in an attempt to bring a level of awareness and financial responsibility to the accountable property officer community.  Since the Army continues to disclose PP&E weaknesses in this year's Internal Control Assurance Statement, e.g., errors in real property system data and lack of adequate supporting documentation for values recorded, lack of logistics assets visibility and accountability, inaccurate financial reporting of equipment-in-transit, and general equipment data integrity issues, we can not discontinue this report without Army's concurrence.

DFAS-Rome has numerous OA's and looking at the chart the average work-year rate varies quite a bit.  Can anyone assist us in determining a national average?  The YE guidance lists a CMOD POC @ DSN 699-xxxx, when we called the person who answered responded that she didn't do CMOD.
