The Lieutenant General (LTG) (Retired) Jerry L. Sinn Award commemorates LTG Sinn’s stellar United States Army career and outstanding contributions during his tenure as the Military Deputy for Budget to the Assistant Secretary of the Army, (Financial Management and Comptroller).

Award.

The intent of the award is to recognize an innovative, substantive, well-organized financial management project or initiative that addresses alternative funding sources and or financial efficiencies that reduce current or programmed obligations.  The alternative sources should represent a significantly new or unique funding mechanism supported by current statutory resource guidelines.  The winning project or initiative will exhibit meritorious achievement in securing new funding resources or significantly achieving financial efficiencies in a current or future programmed budget entity.  The deserving financial management professionals selected for this award will receive an award presented by the Assistant Secretary of the Army (Financial Management and Comptroller) along with the opportunity to attend Syracuse University’s Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public Affairs’ National Security Studies course.  The award will be presented at an Army resource management corporate forum.

Award Criteria.

Purpose and Scope.  The LTG (Retired) Jerry L. Sinn Award recognizes meritorious and outstanding accomplishments in support of Army financial management.

Eligibility.  Eligible nominees include all members of the financial management community – military (Major to General Officer), Senior Enlisted, and civilian (GS-11 to Senior Executive Service) financial management professionals.

Selection Criteria.  Nominations will be evaluated on initiative; ingenuity; technical competency; and significant contributions to funds generation and financial management efficiencies.

The criteria for selection of an award winner are:

· evidence of the need and appropriateness of the financial management goal;

· use of innovative, creative and well-organized development methods;

· probability of success of the effort in meeting or exceeding the goal within a reasonable period of time and expenditure of funds;

· involvement of  partners (OSD, other Service Departments, OMB, Treasury, academic institutions, etc).
