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Overview:

The Capabilities Knowledge Base (CKB) was designed and developed to facilitate the use of capabilities-based cost
estimating. The CKB contains data and tools that will aid the analyst and high-level decision maker throughout the
entire lifecycle of a defense program. The CKB is extremely beneficial in addressing the requirement for service
component cost estimates at Milestone-A as required by the December 2008 DoDI 5000.02.

The CKB contains the cross-service program capability, cost, and performance data required to produce cost forecasts
within stricter timelines. The CKB, which is intended for cross-service and DoD-wide use, currently houses over 50,000
data points.

The CKB is the result of an on-going study conducted by the Early Cost Team within The Office of the Deputy
Assistant Secretary of the Army for Cost and Economics (ODASA-CE).

The CKB is currently housed on ODASA-CE’s Cost & Performance Portal (CPP). Therefore, any user looking to
obtain CKB access, must first request and obtain access to the CPP (see Figure 1 below). The necessary steps to
obtain CKB access (and CPP access if not already possessed) are detailed in the following pages of this document.
