	Introduction:  The Management Decision Package (MDEP) is a fiscal code used to group Army program resources. Added together, MDEPs total to 100 percent of Army resources.  These resources may be funding, manpower, or both. MDEPs describe the capability of the total Army: Active, Guard, and Reserve.  Individually a MDEP describes a particular organization, program, or function and records the resources associated with the intended output.  An individual MDEP applies uniquely to one of seven Program Evaluation Groups (PEG): 
· EE    Equipping 
· II       Installations
· MM   Manning
· OO   Organizing
· SS    Sustaining
· TT    Training
· UU   Unassigned

	Beginning February 2014, MDEPs were associated to a one-to-one management structure referred to as the Army Resource Framework (ARF) at the ARF’s task level.  The ARF serves as the official MDEP management structure. 

	
	
	

	
	B.
	The HQDA Management Decision Package Guide provides the standard operating procedures for creating, terminating, and updating a MDEP and its attributes.  The Management Decision Package Guide can be downloaded from the PPB BOS document library (https://www.eprobe.army.mil).

	The seven PEG structure is governed by PEG co-chairs, PEG executives, a PEG administrator, and a HQDA PAE PEG POC.  The PEGs are supplemented with PEG Integrators which assist with cross PEG issues.  These PEG level points of contact are maintained on a downloadable spreadsheet referred to as the PEG POC list (https://www.eprobe.army.mil).

	In accordance with the Management Decision Package Guide, every MDEP has a MDEP functional manager.  This manager may be at HQDA or at the Army Command level depending on the MDEP.  The responsible PEG administrator determines who the MDEP functional manager will be.  No central list of MDEP functional managers is maintained.  The proper protocol for identifying the MDEP functional manager is to work through the PEG administrator (preferred) or HQDA PAE MDEP functional proponent for first time contact and initial clarification of MDEP questions.

	The official data repository for MDEPs and their attributes is located in the Master Data Management (MDM) repository located on the PPB BOS portal (https://www.eprobe.army.mil).  MDEPs and the ARF undergo a deliberate review at the beginning of each POM cycle where changes to MDEP and ARF structure are made.  This review typically occurs in the September to November timeframe.  Changes will be made outside this window if needed using MDM.  The PEG administrator is the conduit for introducing change.

	The official Army value of this attribute is available in MDM and provides a general description of what resources can be executed and or programmed within the MDEP.

	This attribute is available in MDM in a separate mapping cross walk table

	
	* MOR
	Mission oriented resource. This attribute is available in MDM; however, it is considered legacy and slated for eventual elimination.

	
	* TIER
	APPG tier. The APPG tier is a prioritization methodology done by HQDA G3/5/7 as part of the PPBE process. This attribute is available in the APPG document or PPB BOS mapping cross walk table
